Morphology:

A shrub or small deciduous tree to 8 m high with yellow resin; bark 0.64 cm, greyish-
brown, smooth; blaze dull yellow; exudation bright yellow resinous; branches and
branchlets virgate, young parts pubescent. Leaves simple, opposite, decussate; stipules
intra-petiolar, connate; petiole 1-4 mm, stout, glabrous; lamina 4-8 x 1.5-4 cm, ovate,
obovate or obovate-oblong, base obtuse, round or subcordate, apex acute or obtuse,
margin entire, puberulent when young, glabrous when mature, shiny. Flowers bisexual,
white turns to yellow, axillary, solitary or in lax cymes; fruit a berry, 4 x 3 cm, ellipsoid
or oblong; seeds rugose. The plant is harvested from the wild for its gum-resin, which is
used locally and traded. It is classified as 'Least Concern' in the IUCN Red List of
Threatened Species (2011).
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
