Bryophyllum pinnatum (Lam.) Oken. Family. — Crassulaceae
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Morphology:
The plant grows to about 3-6 feet tall. Stem erect, thick, succulent; leaves large, fleshy,

each with 3 or 5 oval leaflets with round-toothed edges. Young plantlets develop along

the margins of the mature leaves; flowers attractive, in drooping blooms borne on large panicles, purple or yellowish-white tinged

calyxes and reddish corollas.
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
