Tylophora indica Family — Asclepiadaceae
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Morphology:

The Tylophora species is a profusely branching climber, which attains a length of 15 m or
more. It has short, knotty, 3—4-cm-thick rootstock. The roots are numerous, fine, up to
15 cm long, very brittle and consist of fibres or fibrils. Leaves are ovate to orbicular,
elliptic-lanceolate, shining green, leathery cordate at base, and 3-10 cm long. The climber

can be recognized by its ovate-oblong, shiny leaves and divaricated fruits.
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
