[t is a perennial, creeping, non-aromatic herb. The leaves of this plant are succulent, oblong and 4
- 6 mm thick. Leaves are oblanceolate and are arranged oppositely on the stem. The flowers are
small, actinomorphic and white, with four to five petals. It can grow in slightly brackish
conditions.
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
