On 14th September 2022, 

Department of Zoology has been organized a guest lecture on Reintroduction of Cheetah’. The 

goal of species reintroduction is to establish a healthy, genetically diverse, self- sustaining 

population to an area where it has been extirpated or to augment an existing population species 

that may be eligible for reintroduction are typically threatened or endangered in the wild. The 

main goal of the cheetah program is to establish a viable cheetah metapopulation in India that 

allows the cheetah to perform its functional role as a top predator and provides space for the 

expansion of the cheetah within its historical range, thereby contributing to its global 

conservation effort.  

Program was started with welcome of guest and theme of lecture by Dr. S. D. Jadhav. 

Felicitation of guests were carried by Prin. Dr. V.S. Sawant.  Then the lecture was delivered by 

Mr. Lokhande and Mr. T.M. Mohite, Round Forest Officer, Koregaon.
